Based on the ideas of human dignity and respect for human life, Dankook 
University Hospital has been making continuous investments in top-notch 
medical professionals and equipment since opening its doors in 1994 to build 
an exceptional system for healthcare services.

Opened in 2017 to address the gap in medical services in Sejong  
City, the Sejong Dental Hospital consists of seven departments 
including the Department of Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, 
Department of Periodontics, Department of Pediatric Dentistry, 
Department of Orthodontics, Department of Prosthodontics, 
Department of Conservative Dentistry, and the Department of 
Advanced General Dentistry.

Opened in 1984, the Dankook University Dental Hospital has 
become the leading dental hospital in central Korea, developing 
the first next-generation integrated solution in Korea and 
implementing cutting-edge systems such as Full-PACS, EMR 
videos, MDCT, and CBCT. It offers dental services in 11 departments 
including conservative dentistry, oral and maxillofacial surgery, 
prosthodontics, periodontics, orthodontics, pediatric dentistry, 
dental radiography, oral medicine, preventive dentistry, advanced 
general dentistry, and anesthesiology, and operates the Center for 
Dental Implants, the South Chungcheong Dental Care Center for 
Persons with Special Needs, and special Scaling Center.

Eighty four billion KRW was invested to build a 250-bed Center for Cancer, 
which opened in 2022 as the largest center of its kind in central Korea. The 
center aims to protect the health of local residents from cancer, which is the 
leading cause of death among Koreans today.
The Center for Cancer is equipped with △the Gastrointestinal Center 
(stomach cancer center·colon cancer center·peritoneal carcinoma center) 
△Center for Liver and Pancreatobiliary Cancer △Center for Breast 
Cancer △Center for Lung Cancer △Center for Thyroid Cancer △Center for 
Tumors·Hematologic Malignancy △Center for Urologic Cancer △Health 
Checkup Center △Center for Gastrointestinal Endoscopy and provides 
cutting-edge healthcare services including multidisciplinary care for 
different types of cancer.

The College of Dentistry's Jukjeon Dental Hospital opened on the Jukjeon 
Campus in 2010, offering services in oral and maxillofacial surgery, 
pediatric dentistry, orthodontics, conservative dentistry, prosthodontics, 
periodontics, advanced general dentistry, anesthesiology, oral medicine, 
and oral diagnosis. It also operates the Gyeonggi Dental Care Center for 
Persons with Special Needs along with specialty clinics for bimaxillary 
osteotomy, dental implants, TMJ (temporomandibular joint), pediatric pain-
free dentistry, and orthodontics.
